SEWERAGE PROJECT, SUTTON PARK ESTATE MEDOWIE

As reported recently in The Newcastle Herald, C R
Hutchison & Co Pty Ltd has designed an Award
winning sewerage project which will improve the
quality of the water at Sutton Park Estate, Medowie.

The firm featured in the NSW 2000 Excellence in
Surveying and Mapping Awards picking up the
Public Infrastructure and Community Facilities Award
for its work on the Sutton Park Estate Project at
Medowie, a Hunter Sewerage Project.

The assignment included the concept and detail
design of about 25 km of sewer reticulation, pumping
station and rising main.

The Hunter Sewerage Project is a joint undertaking by
the State Government through the Department of Land
and Water Conservation and the Hunter Water
Corporation.

C R Hutchison & Co Partner, Mark Holmes, said the
firm was responsible for survey and design of
reticulation sewers and as head consultants, co-
ordination work involving archaeological, architectural,
geotechnical, environmental, landscaping and
engineering (civil, mechanical, electrical and hydraulic)
services.

Innovative solutions were used including the latest
surveying technologies such as Global Positioning
Systems (GPS) and digital photogrammetric mapping.
